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Week 2 - The Trekking Week

During the second week, participants will embark on a journey to the breathtaking hill station of
Manali. Nestled at the valley’s end, Manali is not only one of Himachal Pradesh’s most stunning
tourist destinations but also a place of international repute. The town is a paradise of gushing
streams, melodious birdsong, dense forests, flourishing orchards, and the majestic sight of snow-
capped peaks.

Deo Tibba Base Camp trek, is one of the most beautiful treks in the Manali region of Himachal
Pradesh. The trail of this trek is highly varied and is home to diverse flora and fauna. Mt. Deo Tibba is
visible through the entire trail of the trek. Other peaks like Indrasan and the glaciers of Jagatsukh and
Deo Tibba are also visible. This is a spectacular view that haunts every trekker giving a unique
experience. It attracts not only climbers to ascend its snowy summits, but also trekkers, due to the
beautiful trail that leads to its base.

The walk is a gentle ramble through forests and meadows. This excursion presents the lush green
Kullu valley in all its grandeur. This scenic, summer high-altitude trek winds its way through lush
green meadows and alpine forests. With memorable views of snow-capped peaks, including
Indrasan, Inderkilla, Deo-Tibba and Hamta Pass, this is one of the most scenic treks in Himachal
Pradesh.
